This exciting new Master Programme will
comprise of 4 months study in each of

BOKU University of Natural Resources and
Life Sciences in Vienna (Austria), Egerton
University in Njoro (Kenya), and IHE in Delft
(The Netherlands).

The 19 month programme is suited to well-
qualified graduates and mid-career
professionals with a background in biological
or environmental sciences and a special
interest in aquatic ecology, limnology,
wetland ecosystems, and aquatic resources
management.

The programme will cover fundamental
principles of limnology, monitoring and
assessment, and their application to tropical
ecosystems. It will include field studies on a
range of surface waters, including Kenyan
saline lakes and Lake Victoria. The application
of these skills will be developed through
courses in experimental design, modelling and
management for livelihoods.

Twelve months course work will be followed by
a 7 month research project through one of the
partner institutes. The research can be done in
either Austria, Kenya, The Netherlands orina

ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS

Applicants are professionals with a bachelor’s
degree preferably in Limnology, Environmental
Science, or related fields. Two to three years of
practical or research experience since graduation
is desirable. Teaching is in English.
